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1) Share with your group something you are thankful for that has taken place over the summer, and share something
that is weighing heavily on you that your LifeGroup can be pray for.

2) Read Matthew 4:12-16 and Isaiah 9:1-7... If people in Jesus’ day attributed the prophecy of Isaiah 9 to Jesus, how
would they have treated Him and what would they have expected Him to do?

3) Inverse 17, Jesus is calling people to repentance; turning FROM living for the kingdoms of this world and instead
living for God’s Kingdom. What did your response to this call look like when you first came to faith in Jesus?

4) In verse 19, Jesus promises His disciples that He will change them (“I will make you...”). Why is it significant that
Jesus calls His disciples with this promise?

What bearing does that promise have on followers of Jesus today?

5) In verses 20 and 22, the call of King Jesus interrupts the disciples’ lives and changes their priorities. In what ways
have you noticed your priorities shifting in order to follow after Jesus?

What do you believe is the next step of obedience that Jesus is calling you to in this season of your life?
